WV Courthouse Facilities Improvement Authority - Meeting Minutes
The Board of Directors of the WV Courthouse Facilities Improvement Authority held a regular meeting at the CFIA office in Charleston, WV on May 3, 2013 at 11:00 a.m. 
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Joe Alongi  at 11:08 am.  
I. Roll Call Board Present and via Teleconference:   Board Present Chair, Joseph M. Alongi,  Jason Nettles,  Steve Tanner, Cathy Gatson, via teleconference Mike Pierson, Janice Cosco, Diana Cromley.  CFIA Executive Director Melissa Garretson Smith and CFIA Executive Assistant Brenda Ashworth.  Seven  Board Members in attendance and a quorum was established by Melissa.  Guests Present – Vivian Parsons 

II. Approval of March 8, 2013   Board Minutes:  Motion to accept by Steve Tanner  and second by Betsy Castle .  All approved to accept. 
III. Reports and Considerations:
A. Financial Report-   Melissa presented March 31, 2013 Financial Report.   Total Cash Balance is $3,986,368.51 and total Non-Encumbered Balance Available is $973,293.65.  
B. Grant Update -   Melissa presented April 30, 2013 Grant completion, Cycle 8 $31,115.51; Cycle 9 $460, 228.87; and Cycle 10 (Our Current Awards) $1,801,797.08. Steve Tanner made a motion for the financial report and grant update to be approved as presented, seconded by Diana Cromley. Voice vote, motion carried. 
Executive Director’s Report  -   Silling Associates dropped off 2 DVD’s for review of completed needs assessments.   Two   regions are left and Silling is on target for July 2013.  Melissa invited all board members to travel to one of the next regions to observe the process.  Cathy Gatson is looking forward to Kanawha County Courthouse needs assessment visit.  

Chairman Report -   Joe Alongi shared that the Governor is reluctant to sign the recently passed bonding authority legislation, SB 331.  Melissa has requested fifteen minutes with the Governor  via her verbal/email communication with Jason Pizatella .    Mr. Pizatella  stated that there was concern that WVCFIA would tap into Lottery Funds.  Today, Friday May 3, 2013 ,  is the last day to sign bills .   Requested   Melissa to contact our past chairman, Rick Staton.  If the Governor does not veto, then the bill will still become law to issue bonds.      

Mr. Alongi stated that further discussion regarding number of bonds, projects, need for an attorney, and bonding company be tabled until actual law is signed.

V. New Business -  
1. Melissa presented the FY14 Budget  - Discussion regarding Final Payment for Needs Assessment – Line item 25 under Expenses and Deterioration of windows at WVCFIA building.   Sheriff Tanner suggested that the recent dent made in the parking lot side of building should be covered under insurance as vandalism.  
Betsy Castle made the motion that the FY14 Budget be accepted as presented by Melissa and was second by Janice Cosco.  Joe Alongi asked for acceptance of FY14 Budget and quorum accepted as presented with no changes.  

2. Application Review and Determination of Changes for 10th Cycle.  Possible reorganization of project categories.  

Melissa and Board made the following recommendations:  

A1. To Remove:  Draft Review:   - Page 2 -   Betsy made the motion to remove draft review period and Diana seconded. Chairman  Alongi to vote. Motion Carried. 
B1.  Would the Board want to remove Data from Electrical in Category 4 – Page 11 .  Jason Nettles made the motion that data be removed from Electrical/Data Category 4 and to be revisited in the future cycles and second by Diana Cromley.  Chairman   Alongi to vote. Motion Carried. 
C1. Would the Board want to remove Interior Improvements Category 6 ?  Melissa stated that in 10th Cycle that Interior Projects scored high but were not funded and should Interior Improvements be placed in a different position of importance.  Interior Improvements category will stay a category in the 10th Cycle Importance.  
D1. Would the Board want to remove Building Acquisition on Category 10? -   Jason moved we strike Building Acquisition and Building Connectors.  Diana 2nd the motion.  Chairman    Alongi to vote. Motion Carried.  
E1. Cathy Gatson recommended that under Special Conditions and Assurances to highlighted in Project Budget and remove Please and change to MUST or SHALL  because May is not enforceable. Recommendation was seconded by Sheriff Tanner. Chairman Alongi to vote. Recommendation accepted.  
3. Melissa stated that Wetzel County is requesting a copy of their Needs Assessment.   Sheriff Tanner made the motion that counties will not receive copies of their needs assessment until all fifty-five counties needs assessments are completed unless a Prosecutor Attorney requests through a legal motion.  Betsy seconded the motion to not share the needs assessment until all completed in July 2013.  Chairman Alongi to vote.  Motion carried. 

4. Wayne County has requested a 10th Cycle Scope Adjustment that changes the floor of the renovation to the Assessor’s Office.  Betsy made the motion to accept and Sheriff Tanner seconded the motion.  Chairman Alongi to vote.  Motion carried.  

5. P-card Purchases -  Melissa presented purchases from February and March 2013.  Sheriff Tanner made the motion to accept and Janice Cosco seconded the motion.  
6. Chairman Alongi requested Clerk Diana Cromley to check on Redemption Fee.  Diana stated that she would follow up. Melissa will check with Russ Rollyson from the Auditor’s Office.
